· Uses a few liaison words and phrases, and uses pronouns and tense sequence acceptably for the age level

· Presents ideas generally in one paragraph

· Presents ideas/information or events in a sequence that may be followed easily

· Demonstrates at least two or the three concepts of beginning, middle and ending in their writing
	· The sequence of the story is difficult to follow. 
· Does not include any liaison words.
· Does not attempt to use any paragraphing.
· Demonstrates none/or only one concept of beginning, middle and ending in their writing.
· Most sentences are simple in nature.

· Includse a few descriptive word choices. 
· Uses many conventions correctly
· Shows few errors in spelling; some familiar words may be spelled using phonetic approximations.
· Many verbs are conjugated correctly.
	· Vocabulary used in text is very simple.
· Many errors in basic vocabulary.
· End punctuation is not always in place.
· Contains many spelling errors, including high frequency words.
· Most verbs are not conjugated correctly.
· Includes run-on sentences.
